Thank you for your cooperation and support today, as it enabled the school staff to plan and organise for next week.
Each lockdown presents us with new challenges, so | am very grateful and proud of the school staff who continue
to search for the best ways that we can respond to the needs of the children.

Learning From Home: Monday, 9 August - Thursday, 12 August

Please find below the arrangements that have been put in place to support your child’s learning:

1. Daily Learning Routine

Your child will be expected to participate in at least four learning activities each day. These activities will be posted
on Seesaw by no later than 8.30am on each day.

The teachers have been adapting their learning programs so that we can offer more online teaching groups. Please
note that your child’s previous online class meeting time may have changed. The morning Seesaw post will include
all the times and links to class meets and teaching groups that your child must participate in.

We recognise that every family’s circumstance is different, so your child may not be able to complete all activities
each day. That’s okay. Our goal during lockdown is to support you, so that your child can be engaged in as much
learning as possible.

Of course, if you or your child have any questions about the work that is set please do not hesitate to contact your
child’s teacher who is only too willing to support you.

2. Access to a Device
Unfortunately, it is not possible to provide every child or family with a device (laptop or iPad).

As we have a limited number available for loan, | am prioritising children in the following groups
e Foundation, Year 1 and Year 6 (these children are most impacted by extended periods of lockdown)
e Reading Recovery participants
o Number Intervention participants

If your child is in another year level not mentioned above, and does not have any access to a device, please contact
the School Office on Monday. If we have a device available we will loan it to you.

Please do not ask for a device if your child already has access to one at home.

3. Onsite Supervision

During next week’s lockdown the school is only able to provide onsite supervision for:
e Children where both parents work in one of the defined essential industries.
e Children identified as vulnerable by the school.

e Children with a disability who also fit one of the above two categories.
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e Children where the family is experiencing severe stress.

If you must send your child(ren) to school on any of the days listed above, you must register your child by using the
REQUEST FOR LEARNING AT SCHOOL form available on Skoolbag. Children will not be accepted unless registered.

During the last lockdown, we provided onsite supervision for 105 children, once again demonstrating the wonderful
care and support we provide to families.

Even
though they are planned to be online, the lock down prevents us conducting them as we cannot have interpreters
on site to support the teachers.
