Dear Parents,

School Settings - face masks for children recommended.

Earlier today, the Victorian Premier announced the extension of community restrictions across the state of Victoria as a
result of the increasing spread of COVID-19 within the community.

The Chief Health Officer made it very clear that the Delta variant of COVID-19 is increasingly spreading to children.
25% of all infected persons in Victoria are children aged under 10 years.
44% of cases are people aged under 20 years of age.

During this lockdown period we are required to provide onsite supervision for children of authorised workers, children
with a disability and those children deemed to be vulnerable by the school.

We are currently providing supervision for 103 children all of whom meet one or more of the above criteria. This list of
children is reviewed weekly to ensure that only eligible children are attending school during the lockdown period.

Today the Chief Health Officer announced that commencing Monday, it is recommended that primary school children
wear a face mask while indoors at school. This recommendation is made out of an abundance of caution for your
children’s health and wellbeing. If a child can comfortably wear a face mask, then they should.

| must stress that it is not compulsory for children to wear a face mask at school, but we will support families with children
currently attending for onsite supervision with this recommendation. Today | have sent a letter to families with further
advice about preparing for children wearing a face mask while at school.

What more can we do?¢

So far during this pandemic we have been fortunate to keep COVID-19 out of the school. Our school has very strong
COVIDSafe settings which | regularly review to ensure the risk of transmission is reduced as much as possible while people
are onsite. The School’s staff do an amazing job in working to keep your children and each other safe.

We know that the virus is present in Roxburgh Park and surrounding suburbs, so the risk to you and your family is
extremely high. | do not say this alarm or worry you, but | do want to ensure that you have the most up to date
information so that you can make the best choices for your family.

It is only with your continued cooperation and commitment to following all of the community restrictions that we have
a chance of keeping COVID-19 out of the school.

So what must you do to protect your children?

Stay home - only leave your home for one of the 5 permitted reasons

If you must leave your home, wear a mask.

Do not visit other families

Get tested if you or any family member has has even the slightest of symptoms (temperature, headache, cough,
sore throat, runny nose, loss of smell, loss of taste, nausea)

CURRENT COMMUNITY COVID SAFE SETTINGS

1. You cannot leave your home other than for one of the five following reasons:
e shopping for necessary goods and services
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caregiving or compassionate reasons, including medical care or to get a COVID-19 test
authorised work or permitted education

exercise (once a day for 2 hours)

to get a COVID-19 vaccination

2. A stay-at-home curfew is now in place. Between 9:00pm and 5:00am, you cannot leave your home other than
for limited reasons, including:
® authorised work
® health and medical purposes
® care and support of a child or someone with special needs
® inan emergency or to escape harm

3. If you can work from home — you must work from home.
4. |If you are an Authorised Worker or work for an Authorised Provider you will need a permit.

5. You must stay within 5km of your home for shopping and exercise. This limit does not apply to permitted work
or education, when giving or receiving care, getting a COVID-19 vaccination or visiting an intimate partner or
your single social bubble buddy.

6. You must wear a face mask indoors and outdoors whenever you leave your home.
7. You can leave your home in an emergency or if there is family violence.
