Dear Parents and Carers,

Re: School Based COVID-19 Vaccination Clinic

Children aged 5-11 years are now eligible to receive a COVID-19 vaccine.

Children aged 5 to 11 can receive the Pfizer COVID-19 vaccine. They can receive a smaller dose of vaccine created
specifically for their age group. The recommended schedule for vaccination in this age group is 2 doses, 8 weeks
apart.

Getting vaccinated is the best way you can protect your child, your family and our school community from further
outbreaks and the spread of COVID-19.

Vaccination is not mandatory, but it is highly encouraged, except where your medical practitioner advises you
otherwise.

To help keep our school community safe, Family Health Medical Group will be hosting a mini COVID-19
vaccination clinic at our school outside of school hours for all students at our school aged 5-11 years. The
vaccinations will be provided by fully qualified medical staff.

Please note, appointments and vaccinations through the school based mini-vaccination clinic are free and at no
cost to your or your family.

When and where

The clinic will provide two COVID-19 vaccine doses to participating children, delivered at 2 appointments,
expected to be 8 weeks apart.

Dose 1 - You can choose to attend on either date:

Date: Tuesday, 8 February Date: Monday, 14 February
Time: 3.30pm - 7.00pm or Time: 3.30pm - 7.00pm
Location: Good Samaritan School Hall Location: Good Samaritan School Hall

Dose 2 will occur 8 weeks after the first dose. The date for the second dose will be confirmed closer to the time.

Eligibility

Vaccinations will be available to all students enrolled at our school aged 5-11-years-old.
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Parent/guardian consent

All students aged 5-11-years-old require the consent of their parent or guardian to be vaccinated. You will be
provided with a consent form upon arrival at the vaccination clinic.

A parent or guardian must attend the mini vaccination clinic with your child to provide consent and support your
child.
What to bring

On the day you must bring the following:
e aface mask
e photo identification (eg: driver’s licence, passport, immicard)
® a Medicare card
Speak to your doctor if you have any questions about vaccination for your child.

To help the clinic prepare the correct number of vaccinations | ask that you let us know if you will be attending
the vaccination clinic.
