This is so that we can
support students, record that they will be absent while in 7-day isolation, and let the rest of the school community
know there has been a positive case onsite and that they should monitor for symptoms\

Children’s Vaccination Pop-Up Clinic

Next week, Family Health Medical Group will again be hosting a mini COVID-19 vaccination clinic at our school for
children aged 5-11 years to receive their first dose.

Children aged 5 to 11 can receive the Pfizer COVID-19 vaccine. They can receive a smaller dose of vaccine created
specifically for their age group. The recommended schedule for vaccination in this age group is 2 doses, 8 weeks
apart.

Getting vaccinated is the best way you can protect your child, your family and our school community from further
outbreaks and the spread of COVID-19.

Vaccination is not mandatory, but it is highly encouraged, except where your medical practitioner advises you
otherwise.\
