With the support
of the school’s leadership team, | look forward to working with you to ensure that our school continues to be a
safe and supportive community that optimises the learning and wellbeing of all the children in our care.

ENHANCING THE SECURITY OF OUR SCHOOL

At Good Samaritan the wellbeing of all our children, parents and carers, staff and visitors is a fundamental
responsibility of our school. On site safety is always a priority and constantly reviewed. We already have a number
of physical security measures in place to ensure that Good Samaritan is a safe place to be, including: closed circuit
television cameras (CCTV), our tall, strong fences, the locked gates to the school yard and the amazing office staff
who welcome visitors to our school and at the same time monitor access so that unwanted visitors don't enter the
school.

As part of our ongoing processes we have identified a two additional actions that we can take to strengthen the
security of our school:

1. Installation of a video - intercom lock on the front door of the school building

The first action is installing a video-intercom lock on the front door of the school building. This lock will allow the
office staff to more easily monitor which people enter the school building. To gain access to the office, visitors will
press the buzzer and the office staff will be able to see your face on the monitor and unlock the door. If the office
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staff don't recognise the visitor, they will ask the visitor’s name and their reason for their visit before giving them
access.

The new lock will be installed on Monday 19 June.

While we are waiting for the lock to be installed, the front door of the school building will be locked and visitors
are requested to knock on the glass so that the office staff can open the door for you

2. Change to the time that the gates are opened at the end of the day

The second action is a change to the times the gates are opened at the end of the day. Up until this week our
crossing supervisor, Lisa, has opened the gates to the school yard at 3.00pm. While this is very convenient for
parents who wish to be at their children’s classroom before the dismissal bell rings, it also means that any
member of the public can enter the school grounds during this time.

We therefore have changed the time that the gates will be opened to 3.10 pm. The teacher on duty at each gate
will open the gate at 3.10pm and will supervise the gate until 3.30pm when they will lock the gate.

If you usually collect your child from their classroom, the home group teacher will remain with the children until
they are collected, so don't worry if this change causes you to be a little later getting to their room. | am confident
that, even if you find this new timetable a little inconvenient, you will appreciate that opening the gates just a
small time later adds extra security across the school grounds and ultimately to your children.

Parent-Guardian-Carer Code of Conduct

Everyone at Good Samaritan, particularly staff and parents and carers, play a role in making the school a better
place for the children’s learning and development. Each of us has a responsibility to understand the important and
specific role we play individually and collectively to ensure that the wellbeing and safety of all children is at the
forefront of all we do and every decision we make. We expect everyone who works at Good Samaritan to abide by
the Staff Code of Conduct. This policy applies to all workers, contractors and others with whom we may have
dealings with from time to time.

We also have similar behavioural expectations for parents, carers and guardians while they are on site and/or
interacting with others in the school community. These expectations are described in our Parent-Guardian-Carer
Code of Conduct which is available from the school website in both English and Arabic. The code of conduct
explains the ways that all parents and guardians are expected to behave to ensure the safety and wellbeing of all
members of our community (children, staff and parents).

| am aware that In the past few weeks there have been a few incidents where parents or carers have behaved
aggressively towards staff, children or others in the school community. When this happens, it can affect the
physical and mental health, safety and wellbeing of others. Such behaviours are not consistent with our shared
Christian values which are the basis of our Parent-Guardian-Carer Code of Conduct.

I remind you that, if you have a concern about another child’s behaviour, please talk to your child’s home group
teacher rather than approaching the child or their parents directly. Also, if you witness any adult behaviour that
is a risk to the health, safety and/or wellbeing of yourself or others, please inform a member of the school staff
as soon as you are able to.
