The Good Samaritan community has a long tradition of giving witness to the Church’s mission to welcome and
support families who have been forced to leave their homes due to violence, poverty, and despair.

At the end of this term, we will recognise Refugee Week, an Australian celebration that recognises the
contributions of refugees.

National Sorry Day and National Reconciliation Week.
This term, our National Sorry Day and National Reconciliation Week

{ celebrations provided us with an opportunity to express the Good

Through this week, our community was reminded of the importance of
| remembering; so that we can take steps to express sorrow for past

# mistakes and move forward to form brighter futures. During the week

we also reflected on the challenge of recognising that reconciliation
requires an active commitment.

Leading up to and during this week, all of the children engaged in learning about Australia's Indigenous histories
and cultures and our school captains raised our new Torres Strait islander flag alongside the Australian and
Aboriginal flag at the front of the school. Children were also invited to come to school dressed in the colours of
the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander flags and a special assembly was held in the afternoon.
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Learning Inquiries focused on Laudato Si - Care for our Common home

Laudato Si’ is a letter that Pope Francis wrote to all people. In this letter Pope Francis called on us to respond to
what is happening in the world. He called us to reject a 'throwaway' culture and to see how God is present
throughout creation. Laudato Si’ invites us to respect and care for ourselves, our neighbours and our earth as an
expression of God’s love.

All of the children's learning is currently focused on the messages in Laudato Si.

In Jordan Village the children are learning about living things’ features,environments and needs. The children are
also reflecting on the ways that they can care for God’s creation.

In Nazareth Village the children are learning about ways that living things rely on water to survive and ways that
they can reduce, reuse and recycle plastics to minimise their impact on the environment.

In Bethany Village the children are learning about the ways plants, animals, and other organisms, weather and
landscape, work together to form a bubble of life. The children are also reflecting on the ways that they can
treat all living things with kindness and care.

In Emmaus Village the children are learning about the impact of climate change on the geography of the world
and reflecting on the importance of making environmentally sustainable choices and ways of accepting the
responsibilities of being stewards of creation.

Children’s Safety

Good Samaritan staff have a moral, mission-driven and legal responsibility to uphold and actively promote the

wellbeing and safety of every child entrusted in our care.

Our commitment to the protection of children is enabled through a nurturing, respectful and safe community
where the uniqueness and sacred dignity of every person is celebrated.

The Child Safe Standards

You may have noticed a new addition to the foyer this year: The Child Safe Standards displayed on the walls. The
Child Safe Standards are a set of 11 requirements that schools must follow to create a culture and environment
that is safe for children. These standards aim to put children’s safety and well-being first, through the
implementation of policies, procedures, and practices

Parents and carers are encouraged to become familiar with the Child Safe Standards through regular
conversations with Good Samaritan staff, through viewing the resources displayed in the foyer and by reading the
Child Safe Parent & Carers newsletters that are available on the Good Samaritan website.
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Children’s Engagement

In the last community bulletin we shared with you a number of new initiatives designed to increase children’s
engagement in their learning: a change in morning eating times, lunch clubs and the wheel of attendance. We
would love to hear your thoughts about these initiatives.

Morning Eating Times.

We found that children sometimes rushed their play lunch so that they could get out to play and then, after play,
it could take a long time for the children to settle and be ready to focus on their learning. This term we trialled
different eating times to see if we can improve this situation.

Initially some of the children found the change a little difficult and told us that they were hungry at playtime,
however now the children have become more used to the routine, this no longer seems to be a problem. The
children’s feedback does however emphasise the importance of all children bringing a healthy fruit snack to eat at
the 10.00 fruit break.

The children’s morning eating breaks now follow this timetable:
e 10.00 am Fruit Break. It is important that children have a healthy fruit snack to eat at this time so that
they can replenish their energy levels
e 10.50am Children go out to play
11.10am Children return to the classes after recess and eat their play lunch. This change in eating time
allows for the children to settle after play and also allows teachers to have time to talk about and
problem solve any issues that might have arisen during play.

Attendance
We will continue to find ways of rewarding children who have high attendance rates and rewarding children

whose parents advise the school when their child is unwell and can not attend school.

There is no safe number of days for missing school. The tables below highlight how each day a child misses school,
arrives late or leaves early can have a significant impact on their learning over time.

To support every child to thrive, we will continue to monitor attendance patterns across the school. If a child
records more than five unexplained absences, families will be invited to meet with our Wellbeing Leader and
Deputy Principal to discuss any barriers to attendance and develop a plan to support regular school attendance

and engagement in learning.
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School Uniform

Why do we have a school uniform@
e To create a sense of collective and individual pride in our students and their identification with our school

e To maintain and enhance the positive image of the school in the community.
e To promote equality amongst all children.

e To assist in children’s safety and group security when travelling to and from school and on school
excursions and activities.

e To promote active and safe participation in school life.

e To provide durable clothing that is cost effective and practical for our school environment and learning
programs.

Exemptions
All children are required to wear the correct school uniform. A full description of the school uniform is detailed

here.

Parents must inform their child’s Home Group Teachers if their child is unable to wear a full school uniform. If
medical reasons prevent the wearing of an item of the uniform, parents should communicate in writing to their
child’s Home Group Teacher the period of the requested exemption from the Uniform Policy. Appropriate clothes
in school colours must still be worn.

School Uniform Blitz

We have noticed that many children are not wearing the correct school uniform. To help to emphasise the
importance of wearing the correct uniform, the teachers have been asked to be vigilant in issuing an Incorrect
Uniform Notice when a child is incorrectly attired. Should your child receive an incorrect uniform notice, we
would greatly appreciate your support in responding to the notice by the next day.
